Instructional Coach – Elementary Mathematics (0848)

The role of the Instructional Coach in Elementary Mathematics is to support K-5 teachers in the implementation of an effective mathematics program.  It is a support position and does not include the evaluation of teachers. 

Duties:

Under the direction of the coach coordinator and the school principal:
· Provide support and assistance to school site teachers in the implementation of the District Elementary Mathematics Initiative including the Mathematics Instructional Guide (MIG), the use of Thinking Through a Lesson Protocol (TTLP), the implementation of concept lessons, and the use of periodic assessments.

· Promote standards-based instruction by providing demonstration lessons, focused observations, grade level meetings, and professional development on instructional strategies and research-based classroom practices.

· Provide teachers assistance with strategies that support the delivery of grade level mathematics content to English learners, Standards English Learners, students identified as GATE, and students with disabilities.

· Support teachers in using the MIG to plan and deliver instruction, systematically examine student work, and utilize assessment data to determine next instructional strategies for improving student achievement in mathematics.

· Utilize coaching to create opportunities to reflect on practice.

· Support periodic assessment process in order to plan appropriate intervention strategies and inform instruction.
· Plan and conduct mathematics professional development for paraprofessionals, parents, and community members.

· Participate in Local District and Central Mathematics Coach Professional Development.

· Maintain and submit appropriate and timely documentation of service.

· Other duties relevant to the successful implementation of the District Elementary Mathematics Initiative.

Required Qualifications:
· Permanent status in LAUSD or other California District

· Meet standard performance ratings on Stull evaluations

· Minimum of three years of K-6 teaching experience

· Valid elementary teaching credential

· Appropriate certification to teach English learners (CLAD, BCLAD, SB395 or SB1969 certificate, BCC or LDS certificate) or willingness to gain certification within one year of assignment

· Required multicultural coursework or willingness to complete this requirement within one year of assignment

· Experience in collaborative planning and delivery of differentiated staff development to classroom practitioners

· Willingness to continue with regularly scheduled mathematics content and pedagogy training

· Ability to travel to other sites/locations

Desirable Qualifications:

· Knowledge of differentiated classroom instructional practices that promote student success in mathematics

· Effective oral and written communication skills

· Collaborative and team building skills

· Ability to use technology to access data to support and inform instruction

· Knowledge of the MIG and its components: TTLP, Big Ideas, lessons that build conceptual understanding, etc.

· Completion of AB466/SB472 and/or other relevant mathematics professional development

· Experience teaching at more than one grade level

· Year-Round Schools – A basis or B + Z (B – basis coaches must work a minimum of 3 weeks of Z time to a maximum of 6 weeks)

· Single-Track Schools – B basis

· Assignment is temporary; program and positions are subject to review on an annual basis
